Twenty three programmes conducted by CET  (7 B.Tech, 15 M.Tech and the MCA program) have been accredited by the National Board of Accreditation (NBA) of the All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), Govt. of India.  12 programmes have been accredited for five years and the remaining for 3 years. It is the second time that the UG programmes are being accredited. These programmes were earlier accredited in the year 2000, when the college was celebrating its diamond jubilee.

The PG programmes are accredited for the first time.

The accreditation process is a rigorous exercise carried out by NBA in which several parameters such as quality of teaching, level of research, faculty expertise, evaluation of teachers, standard of infrastructure available in the campus, such as laboratory, hostel and library, Finance & Physical Resource, Industry Institute Interaction etc. are assessed by a team of experts.  The experts are drawn from institutes of national repute, mainly the IIT’s.  Each course is assessed by a team of two experts.  Since there were twenty three programmes to be accredited at CET, the experts visited in three groups in the months of February and March.  Each group was headed by a Chairman who is in the rank of Director of IIT or Vice Chancellor.  The Chairmen of groups for the visits to CET were Prof. S. Sadagopan, Director, IIIT Bangalore, Prof Prem Vrat, Vice Chancellor of U.P. Technological University and Prof G. L. Dutta, Director, IIT Kharagpur.  Altogether, 49 experts visited the college for the accreditation process.
The duration of visit of each team is three days.  During the visit, the experts assessed the strengths and weaknesses of the department concerned, the institution as a whole and the academic ambience & other parameters in detail.  The visiting team consisting of the experts makes its recommendations to NBA.  These are considered by a sectorial committee of NBA and finally by the board of NBA.

The preparation by the institution for the accreditation was a long drawn process.  The College has received support from PWD, industries like Hindustan Latex and several of its alumni for the accreditation process.  However, the outcome of the accreditation is the result of continued, sincere and strenuous effort by students, ministerial staff, technical support staff and faculty of the institution.

There are several notable features of the present accreditation for which CET can boast.

· Institution with the largest number of accredited courses in India
· Institution with the largest number of accredited PG programmes in India 
· First institution in Kerala to have its MCA programme accredited.
· Institution with all eligible programmes accredited.  
(The programmes in Architecture are not accredited.  These programmes are now under the Council of Architecture and hence NBA is not accrediting them)

Another notable aspect of CET is that it is now implementing a Rs. 32 crores national level project – “Technical Education Quality Improvement Programme” of the Ministry of Human Resources Development, Govt. of India
